Annual Report of the Educator Standards Board (ESB) 2008-09:

· The ESB held seven business meetings during this year.

· The ESB has continued to collaborate with the Ohio Department of Education on the implementation plan for the Master Teacher Program.

· The ESB received regularly reports from the Ohio Department of Education, State Board of Education and the Ohio Board of Regents as a part of the business meeting.

· Mr. Jerry Oberhaus served as the Chair and Mr. Kevin Reidy, the Vice-Chair of the ESB this year. 
September 2008
· The ESB accepted the Ohio Educators Standards Board Annual Report dated September 1. 2007 – August 31, 2008.

· The ESB recognized Dr. Zelman for her support and work on behalf of the ESB.

· Numerous Master Teacher Trainings went on around the state.  See Addendum for list of dates and locations.
· Mr. Staffilino reported that the fingerprinting requirements for Ohio teachers were due on September 5, 2008.  Superintendents were notified by letter regarding teachers not yet fingerprinted.
· Superintendent Standards were adopted by the State Board of Education at their September meeting. 
· Ms. Lofton provided an update to the Standards Committee regarding the induction program and outlined the work for the induction committee this year.  Ms. Diana Ball will be representing the ESB on this committee.
· A new member orientation was held prior to the Committee meetings Monday afternoon.
October 2008
· The ESB recommended to the SBOE that the Educator Licensure Review Process for Ohio Community/Technical Schools be approved.
· The ESB recommended to the SBOE that three Educator Licensure Standards for Ohio Community/Technical Schools be approved.  This motion included the creation of unit administrators for Ohio Community/ Technical Schools as well as an outline for Institutional Licensure Reports.
· The ESB recommended to the SBOE the approval of the Ohio Administrative Code 3301-21-05, 21-06, 21-07.

· The ESB recommended approval to the SBOE of the Ohio Educator Licensure Program Submission Guidelines for American Sign Language.

· The ESB recommended approval to the SBOE of the new licensure program standards for the P-9 Science specialist Endorsement.

· The ESB voted unanimously to accept the proposed changes the ESB Bylaws.

· The ESB voted to amend their meeting schedule for the year by replacing the previously scheduled meeting in February and March 2009 with one meeting on March 2-3, 2009.

· Mr. Staffilino, ODE, provided an update on the number of actual investigations for the Office of Professional Conduct in 2007 (124 investigations) and in 2008 (158 investigations so far) which is an increase due to additional teachers being fingerprinted.
· A discussion was led regarding the Teacher Evaluation Committee and their agenda for a November 5th meeting.  Updates will be shared with the ESB.
· The SBOE unanimously voted to appoint Deborah Delisle as the next state superintendent of public instruction.
December 2008
· The ESB recommends to the SBOE to remove “conditions” from the Unit Approval of Ohio State University based on the NCATE “focused visit”.

· The ESB agrees that the units undergoing NCATE visits during the Spring of 2009 may streamline those visits by doing any or all of the following:

1.  Conduct pre-visit via conference call or through other technology.

2. Not scheduling Sunday afternoon poster sessions.

3. Not scheduling visits to P-12 schools.

4. Starting visits mid-afternoon Sunday, to conclude Wednesday morning.  

These streamlining procedures may be used only if agreed to by the Institution, the Chair of the Board of Examiners team and the Ohio Dept. of Education.

· The SBOE will be replacing several board members; the new members’ terms will begin in January 2009.
January 2009
· The ESB recommended to the SBOE to grant a one year delay for the NCATE on-site visit of the University of Rio Grande.  The new on-site visit date will be the fall of 2010.

· The Licensure Code of Conduct for Ohio Educators writing team will be meeting in March or early April to review the document and feedback after one year of it being in place.

· The Master Teacher survey has been sent out to all the participants of the training sessions that registered through STARS.  It is also available on the ODE website for anyone to take.

· A call for Master Teacher Best Practices has been placed on the Home Page of the ODE website.
March 2009
· Motion made by Mr. Bollin on behalf of the Standards Committee to approve and adopt the modifications of language and clarifications of Master Teacher forms B, C and D.  
· Mr. Reidy presented a motion to reconvene the Licensure Code of Professional Conduct for Ohio Educators Writing Team to look at the document in consideration with feedback received; seconded by Mr. Bollin. Two vacancies were open on the writing team and replaced with board members.  The writing team consists of Mr. Oberhaus, Mr. Reidy, Mr. Shriver, Ms. Rugg-Klapheke, Ms. Hancock and Mr. Bollin.
· The HEC discussed the license structure in Ohio for Health, PE and Mathematics, Physics.
· Discussion was held regarding the Master Teacher survey results. Over 521 responses were received.

· Master Teacher “Best Practices” from fourteen districts were reviewed.
· A transition team has been put in place to transfer the work of the Office of Educator Prep to the Ohio Board of Regents.
· Discussion was held regarding the Governor’s Education Reform Plan.
May 2009
· Ms. Roepke on behalf of the HEC moves that the full board recommend to the State Board of Education that the proposed standards for the Urban Principal Endorsement (P-12) to the principal license be approved.
· Ms. Roepke on behalf of the HEC moves that the full board recommend to the State Board of Education that the proposed standards for the Teacher Leader Endorsement (P-12) be approved. 
· Mr. Reidy moved on behalf of the LCPCOE subcommittee to recommend to the ESB that they create a workgroup to examine the creation of a possible tool that can be used by multiple stakeholders for training and information regarding the LCPCOE.  The workgroup should look at using a variety of technology applications.
· Mr. Bollin moved on behalf of the LCPCOE subcommittee to recommend to the ESB that the Chair appoint two ESB members to work with ODE staff to review the LCPCOE FAQ for clarity and organizational structure of the document.  The FAQ should inform and be included in the training.
· Mr. Shriver moved on behalf of the LCPCOE subcommittee to recommend to the ESB that they maintain the current LCPCOE document intact and review the document and supporting data including the FAQ’s on an annual basis.
· A call for nominations for the ESB Chair and Vice-Chair was made by current Chair, Jerry Oberhaus.

· Nominations for the 8 seats on the ESB were collected and will be submitted to the SBOE for appointment.

· Ines Bosworth presented an ETS update to the ESB and the HEC.

· Karen Smith from NCTAF presented an update of their work and initiatives to the ESB.
