Annual Report of the Ohio Educator Standards Board (ESB) 2010:

· The ESB held eight business meetings during this year.

· The ESB received regularly reports from the Ohio Department of Education, State Board of Education and the Ohio Board of Regents as a part of the business meeting.

· Mr. Jerry Oberhaus served as the Chair and Mr. Kevin Reidy, the Vice-Chair of the ESB this year. 
September 2009 Worthington Education Center – Worthington, OH
· The ESB accepted the Ohio Educators Standards Board Annual Report dated September 1, 2008 – August 31, 2009.

· A new member orientation was held prior to the Committee meetings Monday afternoon. 
· The ESB updated their logo to be in compliance with the Governor’s office.
· The ESB received an update on the committees that will be starting this year regarding House Bill 1 (HB1) initiatives. (Resident Educator, Teacher Evaluation and Standards for School Treasurers and Business Managers)
· Diana Ball will represent the ESB on the Resident Educator Program Committee.
· Jerry Oberhaus will represent the ESB on the Teacher Evaluation Writing Team.
· Gary Ghizzoni will represent the ESB on the Standards for School Treasurers and Business Managers writing team.
· The ESB bylaws called for two committees for this year: a standards committee and a licensure committee.
· HB1 mandated the creation of a subcommittee of the Standards committee to be called the “Subcommittee for Standards for School Treasurers and Business Managers”.  The committee consists of three ex-officio members representing OASBO and appointed by the SBOE and four existing ESB members to be appointed by the ESB Chair.
· Per HB1 the ESB reviewed suggested changes in the ESB bylaws.
· Toledo and Cincinnati school districts provided a presentation to the ESB around their teacher leadership programs.
October 2009 BASA – Columbus, OH
· The ESB approved the revisions to the ESB bylaws as shared during the September meeting.  The changes came about due to legislative changes per House Bill 1.
· The ESB approved the Chair’s, Mr. Oberhaus’s, appointments to the School Treasurers and Business Managers Standards Subcommittee.
· An update was provided to the ESB in regards to the Transition Resident Educator Program by Lori Lofton, Associate Director, Office of Educator Quality.
· The Licensure committee started to work on the licensure requirements for the Senior Professional and Lead Professional Educator Licenses.
· The Standards committee continued Teacher Evaluation work with Maureen Yoder, Assistant Director, Office of Educator Quality.
· The ESB received an update regarding the identification of the committee structure for the development of the Standards for School Treasurers and Business Managers.

· The Licensure Committee reviewed feedback from the stakeholders on the Senior Professional and Lead Professional Educator Licenses.

· Jennifer Kangas, Associate Director, Office of Educator Licensure, presented the HB1 changes for both the Resident and Alternative Resident Educator Licensure requirements.

· John Soloninka, Associate Director, Office of Educator Quality, provided an update to the Standards committee regarding the development of the Standards for School Treasurers and Business Managers.
· Maureen Yoder, Assistant Director, Office Educator Quality, provided an update to the Standards committee regarding the progress of the Teacher Evaluation Writing Team.

February 2010 State Library of Ohio – Columbus, OH
· Motion made on behalf of the Licensure Committee to approve the draft rules for the Senior Professional Educator License.
· Motion made on behalf of the Licensure Committee to approve the draft rules for the Lead Professional Educator License.

· Motion made to accept the 2010-2011 ESB dates as proposed.

· Lou Staffilino, Associate Superintendent, Center for the Teaching Profession, provided the ESB with an update on the development of the School Nurse Wellness Coordinator endorsement and the development of the intensive pedagogy requirement for the alternative resident educator program.
· Cyndi Yoder, Executive Director, Center for the Teaching Profession, provided an update to the Licensure Committee on the work of the Ohio Continuum of Teacher Development based on the Ohio Professional Teaching Standards.
· Julia Simmerer, Director, Office of Educator Standards Board, shared the Master Teacher changes in order to align the current program with the licensure requirements and announced that “Licensure Overview and Master Teacher Trainings” were being scheduled and should start in April.
· John Soloninka, Associate Director, Office of Educator Quality, provided an update to the Standards committee regarding the development of the Standards for School Treasurers and Business Managers.
March 2010 BASA- Columbus, OH
· A call for nominations for the ESB Chair and Vice-Chair was made by current Chair, Jerry Oberhaus. Voting will take place at the May meeting.
· The ESB members participated in a self-evaluation led by Mr. Reidy, Vice-Chair.
· John Soloninka, Associate Director, Office of Educator Quality, provided an update on licensure testing to the Licensure Committee.  He stated:

· Effective September 1, 2010, ODE will require demonstration of oral and written language proficiency, as determined by the ACTFL Oral Proficiency Interview (OPI) and the Writing Proficiency Test (WPT) for all World Language (including Spanish, French and German) licensure candidates.  

· Praxis II Special Education:  Preschool/Early Childhood test was replaced with a new test and prekindergarten special needs endorsement will now be tested.
· Three Praxis II tests are being phased out and replaced with new tests for Intervention Specialist, Integrated Business and Reading Endorsement.

· Cyndi Yoder, Executive Director, Center for the Teaching Profession, provided an update to the Licensure Committee on the Educator Preparation Program Approval Process.  

· Updates were provided to the Standards Committee regarding the work of both the Teacher Evaluation committee and the Standards for Treasurers and Business Managers.

· Mr. Oberhaus, Chair, asked for volunteers to review the Licensure Code of Professional Conduct (LCPCOE).  The ODE Office of Professional Conduct will be making their recommendations in early May.  The review committee will meet in early June if necessary.

· A motion was made to conclude the review of the LCPCOE after hearing report from Lori Kelly, Associate Director, Office of Professional Conduct, and that the document be reviewed again in one year.
· A motion was made to accept Mr. Bollin as the new Chair of the ESB and Mr. Lutz as the new vice-chair of the ESB starting July 1, 2010.
· Mr. Reidy, Vice-Chair, held a discussion regarding the board’s Self-Evaluation Tool.  Scoring results were shared with the ESB.

· Julia Simmerer, Director, Office of Educator Standards Board, has submitted the appropriate nominations to the SBOE for consideration during the SBOE May’s meeting to appoint or re-appoint six ESB members.  OBR will be appointing three Higher Education members per HB 1.

· The following motions were made on behalf of the Licensure Committee:
· The ESB recommends to the SBOE the adoption of the draft rules for the Resident Educator License and for the Alternative Resident Educator Licenses in the areas of grades 4-12 in designated subject areas, intervention specialist K-12 and P-12 world languages.
· The ESB recommends to the SBOE the Ohio Continuum of Teacher Development that has been created to be used in both the Residency and Teacher Evaluation pilots for the 2010 – 2011 school year.
· The ESB recommends to the SBOE the adoption of the Resident Educator Program Standards and recommends the Field Testing of the Formative Assessment Tools for the 2010 – 2011 school year as planned.
· The following motions were made on behalf of the Standards Committee:
· The ESB recommends to the SBOE the adoption of the Standards for the School Treasurers and Business Mangers at the standard and element level.
· The ESB recommends to the SBOE the approval of the structure, procedures and processes for the Model Teacher Evaluation to be piloted during the 2010 – 2011 school year.
· The ESB recommends to the SBOE the approval of the Standards Alignment Summary to meet HB1 mandate that the ESB shall include in the Ohio Standards for the Teaching Profession “standards on collaborative learning environments and interdisciplinary, project-based, real-world learning and differentiated instruction.”  This document shall be posted on the ESB website.
