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EDUCATOR STANDARDS BOARD

DIRECTOR’S REPORT

December 5, 2006
The Educator Standards Board last convened on October 24th.
The Awareness Tool Kit CD has finally been distributed. The initial mailing to superintendents was accomplished, and an announcement of the distribution was included in Dr. Zelman’s superintendent’s news letter which triggered a number of additional requests for copies from other sources. Copies were distributed at the highly successful November 16th NBCT Policy Summit of which the ESB was a sponsoring partner. My office has several thousand additional copies should you identify a group or event that might benefit from copies. The ground swell of awareness is just beginning to build, but your help is needed in spreading the word.
This month you will be receiving your personal copies of the recently revised ESB By-Laws. With all of the revisions that have been adopted over the prior year, please take some time to read through the document to familiarize yourself with it in its current edition.
In September, the Standards Committee considered a request for licensure changes by the Ohio Dietetic Association. The committee heard a report from Pat Mcknight representing that organization, but did not recommend any action pursuant to receiving additional information requested from the group. The ODA has responded with that information, which is substantial in bulk. Members of the Standards Committee will receive all of the documentation and all ESB members will receive the cover letter accompanying the documentation explaining its relevance. 
This month you will hear an update on the higher education Standards Alignment Project from Karen Herrington, University of Akron. Karen has addressed you on this topic previously. You will also hear a report from Deb Telfer, Executive Director, Leadership and Outreach, ODE on Supporting the Effective Use of Data to Drive Instruction: Demonstration of How Does Your School Measure Up? Her report is a part of the decision by the Standards Committee to focus on several themes in the new standards over the next several months. The first theme is data driven decision making.
As this meeting marks my departure from the ESB as Director, I want to thank each of you as board members for your patience and collegiality in my efforts to help you accomplish the important work of the initial two plus years this board has been in existence. I would also like to express my gratitude and appreciation to my colleagues at the Department of Education for their help and understanding, and to each of the stakeholder groups who have supported the work of the ESB so well. I wish you well in all your future endeavors.
