DIRECTOR’S REPORT

June 27, 2006
The Educator Standards Board last convened on May 22-23. 
The master of the Awareness Tool Kit CD is finally complete. Individual copies will be produced and distributed over the summer. 
On June 15th, Cyndi Yoder, Lucy Ozvat and Lorie Owens facilitated a focused feedback opportunity on the indicators for the Ohio Standards for Principals.  Two sessions were held with one being comprised of practicing building principals and the other being a mixed group of teachers, superintendents, and higher education faculty in educational leadership programs. Some of the feedback will be reflected in the revised draft you will see this month.

As you know, the June Retreat marks the final official meeting for three original ESB members whose terms have expired. I would like to express my personal appreciation for the countless hours and energy that Larry Johnson, Sue DeWine, and Della Goodwin-Sebron invested in the success of the Educator Standards Board. Their contributions will be missed. 

As a prelude to the Retreat, on Sunday June 25th the Orientation Committee of Mary Villarreal, Jayne Burger, and Kathleen Costello will be presenting an orientation for the new members of the ESB. This committee met by conference call to identify elements for the orientation and work out the sharing of responsibilities. 

A focus of the June Retreat will be the career ladder proposal. Center for the Teaching Profession staff have worked to articulate the vision and concepts arising from the Professional Policies Committee meetings, last month’s ESB meeting, suggestions from consultants, and relevant research into a concrete proposal that will be shared with the board this month. 
This month you will be electing your Chair and Vice-Chair for the 2006-07 year. The new Chair will appoint committee chairs to help lead the work over the next year. As the transition to a new leadership team transpires, I would like to suggest to you that it is time to seriously review the committee structures of the ESB in light of the changing focus of the work roles for the ESB. My intent is to work with your new leadership team to develop a slate of proposals for the ESB to consider in September.
