EDUCATOR STANDARDS BOARD

DIRECTOR’S REPORT

October 24, 2006
The Educator Standards Board last convened on September 26th.
We continue to work on producing copies of The Awareness Tool Kit CD. The copies are finally in actual production and should be in the field within the month. We produced a separate special amount of 500 CD’s in order to have them available at the OAESA fall conference. We expect to distribute copies at the November 16th NBCT Policy Summit of which the ESB is a sponsoring partner.  
On October 9th, Maureen Yoder and Lou Staffilino presented the Career Ladder Proposal to the State Board of Education for their information. There were several questions, and the overall presentation went very well. The next step is presenting the proposal in a report to the General Assembly.
The ad hoc by-laws committee presented their revised document to the ESB in September. Following discussion, several revisions to the document were accomplished, and the document will come before the ESB this month for action as per the existing by-laws. 
In September, the ESB adopted the document detailing the goals and work plan for the ESB for 2006-07. A discussion of strategic planning around these goals should take place this month. 
Also in September, the Standards Committee considered a request for licensure changes by the Ohio Dietetic Association. The committee heard a report from Pat Mcknight representing that organization, but did not recommend any action pursuant to receiving additional information requested from the group. The ODA notified me that they need more time to meet the request, and that item will be placed on the agenda for the December ESB meeting. 
This month, Maureen Yoder, Chair, will begin the practice of member led discussions of reading materials supplied to the ESB by my office each month. In September, Maureen assigned several readings to ESB members, and the facilitated discussion will take place on Tuesday morning.
