DIRECTOR’S REPORT

September 26, 2006
The Educator Standards Board last convened on July 18th in special session. 
We continue to work on producing copies of The Awareness Tool Kit CD. Technical problems with inactive links on the CD related to the development of the new ODE web site have precipitated the need to contract with the original vendor to modify the CD. I am hopeful that we will have the copies by early October. 
On September 14th, Lori Lofton and I facilitated a focused feedback opportunity in Columbus on the career lattice proposal. Fourteen invitees offered their expertise on the current draft documents. Their thoughts will be shared with you this month. ESB members Jim Uphoff and Mickie Sebenoler attended the meeting as well. The overall opinion expressed was very positive, and some good questions were raised as well. 
The ad hoc by laws committee met on August 18th to review the current by-laws. The committee has made a number of suggestions for revision, and those suggestions are included in the copy you received in your packet this month. 
I have continued to work on the document detailing the goals and work plan for the ESB for 2006-07. You have the next iteration of that document for your consideration this month. 
This month, you will be receiving your first taste of the relationship the ESB will have with the Praxis tests. Inez Bosworth from ETS is here to address the Higher Education Committee and the full ESB as well on an issue relating to Praxis testing. 
There are numerous supplementary documents for your review this month, and I hope they spark some discussion during the business meeting. 
Finally, I would like to announce my resignation as Director of the Office of Educator Standards for the purpose of retirement. My final official day on the job will be December 8th, 2006.
